9. General Business


2012 AGM/Conference

It had been intended that the Drill 2012 AGM/Conference would be held in Timaru, however


Bill Washington advised that due to the lack of venues they now had to hold the event this was no 
longer possible.

There had been some discussion as to alternative Cities to hold the weekend but it was felt that 
more time was needed to put a full conference together and there was the issue of a lack of 
volunteers to host this event.  The point was made that these events could be run by not just 
Council Members; any Member of the NZDF could host an AGM/Conference weekend.

While the combined Conferences with Australia were great, it was felt that the NZDF needed to 
remain separate from the ADIA.  


There was concern that the funds raised by a full conference were significant compared to an 
AGM Weekend.  We needed to continue to make a profit for the Federation.



Simon Fitzgerald of the ADIA reported on the Australian Drill 2012 to be held again in Adelaide on 
the 18th - 21st September 2012.  The last one was so successful due to the great 
venue/accommodation, etc and access for those attending and exhibiting from around the world.

They intend that this Conference will be a little different.  They intend to have more Exhibitors, 
more gear to look at, and 2 days of pre-conference seminars and workshops.  These will be on 
both business and technics and will focus particularly on small business members.


They or course, also plan to take care of the partners, with a visit to a Cooking Show/Class and a 
Guided Fashion Tour of one of the main shopping centres in Adelaide.


Simon advised that the ADIA would be happy to work in with the NZDF again should they wish to.


It was suggested that perhaps the NZDF Members attend the Drill 2012 Conference in Adelaide 
next year; this would ensure that our major Conference would be offset with the ADIA’s, which 
were only going to hold their larger Conference, every second year.  This would also ensure that 
we were not trying to both hold a significant conference within a month of each other, therefore
better attendance rates for both.


With the ADIA Conference planned for September 2012, this could give more time for an NZDF 
Member to plan to host an NZDF Conference for 2013.
